Population dynamics of the Ancient
Russian state
(Late IX - early XIII centuries)

Abstract

The paper proposes and implements an approach to deter-
mining the secular dynamics of population growth in the An-
cient Russian state from the late IX to the early XIII century.
The basis for constructing the dy

namics are separate population estimates obtained in previ-
ous years by a number of domestic and foreign researchers.
An analysis of these estimates and the assumptions used to
obtain them made it possible to adjust the available results
and obtain missing data for periods of time for which such
estimates were not available. In particular, for the first time
an attempt was made to determine the population size at the
end of the IX - beginning of the X century. The results show
that from the first century of its existence until the period
preceding the Mongol invasion, the population of the Ancient
Russian state increased (taking into account the increase in
territory) by 3.1-3.8 times. The average growth rate over the
centuries was: in the XIl century - about 50%, in the Xl cen-
tury - about 30% and in the X century - about 70%. In the X
century, the main population growth was due to the annex-
ation of new territories. Directly, the demographic growth of
the population in comparable territories during this period
was 10-15%.

Migration is often the result of economic and
social development, which can contribute to the improve-
ment of economic and social conditions or, on the contrary,
lead to economic stagnation and social imbalances.

to make informed decisions in areas such as education,
health, housing and transport. After the serfdom reform of
1861, a new chapter of migration began in the Far East, which
entered a period of rapid development. Therefore, this paper
is a study of the reasons why a new phase of migration from
the Far East began in this period and the Russian aspects of
this phase. [1, p.18]

In the mid-to-late nineteenth century, the Russian Em-
pire undertook a series of population transfers across its
vast territory, a phenomenon that had a profound impact on
the course of history in the Far East. The Far East, as the
eastern frontier of the Russian Empire, gradually became
an emerging destination for inland migration, which not
only changed the social structure and economic patterns
of the region, but also had a significant impact on regional
politics.

Firstly, the administrative division of the Russian Far East
refers to the Far Eastern Federal District, one of the eight
federal districts of Russia, which differed from the adminis-
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trative bodies of the Russian Far East during the Tsarist and
Soviet periods and from those of the present-day Russian
Far East. Geographically, the Russian Far East refers to the
area east of Siberia to the Pacific coast. The Russian Far East
in the mid-to-late 19th century, during the period of Tsarist
Russia, consisted of the following key areas: Trans-Manchu-
ria, Vladivostok, Sakhalin Island, Kamchatka Peninsula, and
Chukotka Peninsula. [1, p.21]

Secondly, it is necessary to explore the context of the
migration of people from the Russian Far East in the mid-
to-late nineteenth century, a period of social, economic, and
political upheaval in Russia. The geopolitical and economic
value of the Far East was of increasing interest to the impe-
rial authorities as the Russian Empire’s focus on the devel-
opment of the Far East grew. After the defeat in the Crimean
War, Russia became more aware of the strategic importance
of the Far East and increased its control and development of
the region.

In 1856 Russia forced the Qing government to sign the
Treaty of Aigun, acquiring the land north of the Heilongjiang
River and south of the Outer Xingan Mountains. This area in-
cluded today's Amur Oblast and part of the Khabarovsk Krai.
This was followed in 1860 by the Treaty of Beijing with the
Qing government, which further acquired the area east of
the Ussuri River where Vladivostok (Vladivostok) was locat-
ed. This area included today's Primorsky Krai and part of the
Khabarovsk Krai. [2, p.1]

After the defeat in the Crimean War, Russia recognized
its weakening power, and with the land it had received from
the Qing Dynasty and the large amount of resources to be
exploited in Siberia and the Far East, Russia began to look to
the east, and from then on the strategy of ‘looking east’ and
the policy of moving the population to the Far East was grad-
ually introduced. From the signing of the two treaties until
the first Russian census in 1897, this was the initial stage of
the Far East migration.

In 1861, Tsarist Russia issued the Decree on Emigration
from Amur and Primorsky Oblasts. The decree stipulated that
people in the Amur and Primorsky Oblasts, whether Russians
or foreigners, who voluntarily settled here could be allocat-
ed 100 acres of land or more per household, and that if they
wanted to buy state-owned land for their own use, they could
turn their land into private property by contributing 3 rubles
per acre. Foreign settlers were allowed to use their allotted
land for 20 years without compensation, and foreign settlers
who financed their own migration were exempted from mil-
itary service for 10 times and from paying poll tax for life.
At the same time, Russians and expatriates with a certain
amount of property were encouraged to settle in the cities of
the Amur and Primorsky oblasts. [2, p.1]

One of the main reasons why this policy was not intro-
duced until 1861 was the restrictions imposed by the Russian
serfdom system. Before the serfdom reform, the serfs had a
strong personal relationship with the landowners and were
not free to travel to other regions. It was not until after the
abolition of serfdom in 1861 that Russia enacted a policy to
encourage emigration to the Far East, but at the initial stage

of its enactment, Russia prohibited its own emigrants from
migrating to the Far East, and in order to protect the inter-
ests of the landowning classes, the freedom of the peasants
was still subjected to certain limitations for a period of time
after the abolition of serfdom; moreover, the large-scale and
long-distance movement of population before the industrial-
ization of Russia was also limited by the level of the econ-
omy. In addition, large-scale, long-distance migration was
also limited by the economic level before Russian industri-
alization. As a result, during this period ‘Russian emigration
was loose and mainly confined to the Euro-Russian area, and
large-scale emigration had not yet developed to the east of
the Urals’. Emigration from the Far East in this period was
more foreign. [3, p.2]

Due to the poor domestic migration policy of the Rus-
sian authorities before the 1880s and the fact that the mi-
gration policy was also a strong temptation for foreigners,
the number of Chinese migrants to the Far East in this pe-
riod was quite objective. At the same time, due to the un-
promising situation on the Korean Peninsula, a considera-
ble number of Koreans also travelled to the Far East during
this period. Seasonal laborers were the main component
of Chinese immigrants, and most of them were engaged in
construction, coal mining, gold panning, shipping, and so
on. [3, p.4]

The arrival of these foreign immigrants contributed sig-
nificantly to the economic and social development of the
Far East, and most of them worked as laborers, building the
region in various fields and contributing significantly to the
construction and development of the Far East. The migra-
tion of people had a significant impact on the economic and
social structure of the Far East. The new migrants brought
with them labor and introduced new agricultural technol-
ogies and production methods. They played a key role in
developing land, building infrastructure and opening fac-
tories, which in the long run contributed to the moderniza-
tion of agriculture and industrialization of the region. At the
same time, migration brought about multicultural exchang-
es, making the Far East a multi-ethnic coexisting communi-
ty, and this diversity contributed to cultural integration and
innovation. [8, p.2]

After the implementation of the eastern migration policy
by the Russian government, the population of the Far East
grew, and the increase in agricultural migration contributed
to the development of agriculture in the Far East. However,
it should be recognized that the migration to the East during
the Tsarist period was somewhat spontaneous, and the gov-
ernment’s control and policy constraints on migration were
weak, and there were many problems in the process of for-
mulating, implementing and monitoring migration policies. In
terms of the number of immigrants, the population change in
the Far East during the Tsarist period was dominated by the
mechanical growth of the population, which was basically in
the state of net inflow of population, but the development of
the process and scale of immigration in the Far East was
lower than that in other regions of Russia. [4, p.1]
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In terms of the nature of migration, migration from the
Far East during the Tsarist period included agricultural, in-
dustrial and military migrants, as well as prisoners. Initially,
the Far East, like Siberia, was used by the Russian govern-
ment as a punishment ground for exiling criminals and op-
position forces. In the early period of emigration, agricultural
emigration was the main focus, and the economic system
of Tsarist Russia was still based on an agricultural econo-
my, and the development of the Far East led by the Russian
government was based on agricultural development, so the
expansion of the population of the Far East was mainly due
to the supply of labor in agriculture, and the development of
the region’s economy was mainly in the primary sector, with
a relative lag in the development of industrialization.[5, p87.]

During the period 1861-1881, most of the immigrants to
the Far East mainly migrated by land. Most of the immigrants
who went to the Far East during this period arrived in the
Far East by water from Transbaikalia along the Amur Riv-
er, so most of them chose to settle in the Amur Region, and
Blagoveshchensk gradually developed into the largest city in
the Far East at that time. [7, p.2]

There is also the very important issue that the mass
migration of people to the Far East not only caused huge
changes in the local economy, society and culture, but also
played a huge role for Russia on a political level.

Firstly, the mass migration of people from the Far East
can be traced back to the strategic need of the Russian Em-
pire to expand into the region. In the mid-nineteenth centu-
ry, Russia was at the height of its imperial expansion, and
it sought new territories for more resources and geopolit-
ical advantages. At this time, the Far East was considered
a strategic location, not only because of its rich natural re-
sources, but also because it was an important gateway for
Russia to the Pacific Ocean. However, the Russian Far East,
which is two-thirds the size of China and home to only a
few hundred thousand people, also needed to be relocat-
ed in large numbers for reasons of territorial security and
to protect its borders. Through migration and settlement
activities, Russia has achieved de facto control of the re-
gion. Specifically, migrants established villages and cities
in the region, creating new social and economic centers,
which consolidated Russia’s control over the Far East and
strengthened its administrative jurisdiction over the re-
gion. It further strengthened Russian rule over this frontier
region. This consolidation showed its significance in later
Sino-Russian relations and in diplomatic games with oth-

er neighbors. However, population migration also made the
Far East a focus of great power rivalry, the Russo-Japanese
War being a notable example of this. [6, p.1]

Russia needed to assert its great power status in the in-
ternational arena during this period, and control of the Far
East was seen as an important part of achieving this goal.
In the face of the growing power of Great Britain, Japan, and
other powers, Russia ensured its territorial integrity and na-
tional security by increasing its control over the population
and actual governance of the Far East.

To sum up, in general, population transfer in the Russian
Far East in the mid-to late nineteenth century played an im-
portant role in national politics and territorial expansion. It
not only strengthened Russia’s control and development of
its frontier regions, but also promoted economic growth and
social progress in the region.

Population is the basis of global development and plays a key
role both in the economic sphere and in social development,
environmental impact and national policy.

At the end of the 17th century, the total population of Rus-
sia (10 million) was only slightly higher than that of Spain (9.2
million) and much lower than that of France (25 million) and
the Austrian Empire (14 million). It was not until the middle
of the 18th century that Russia’s population began to grow
steadily, reaching 36 million by the end of the century. At that
time, Russia’'s population exceeded that of any other coun-
try in Europe, but population density remained low. [2] At the
same time, Russia’s ethnic diversity grew steadily. At the end
of the 16th century, Russians (i.e., Great Russians) made up
about 90 percent of the country’s population, but by the be-
ginning of the 19th century, the proportion of Russians had
dropped to less than 50 percent. [1, p.21]

This demographic characteristic had persisted since the
founding of the Russian Empire by Peter the Great. From 1721
until the European Revolution of 1848, Russia’s population
growth was accompanied by the expansion of its territory,
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with victories over the Swedish Empire, the access to the
Baltic Sea, three partitions of Poland, and several Rus-
so-Turkish wars which, among other things, led to access to
the Black Sea. This series of territorial expansions also made
Russia a more ethnically diverse and a multinatonal empire.

Thus, the diversity and multifaceted nature of the Rus-
sian population was an important factor in the development
of state policy. In the mid-19th century, Russia was a vast
and ethnically diverse country. Its borders stretched across
Eurasia and encompassed many different ethnic groups,
languages, and religions. This diversity required Russia to
take into account the specific needs and demands of each
ethnic group when developing state policy. Inspired by the
1848 Revolution, some ethnic groups and local forces began
to demand more autonomy and political participation, which
put some pressure on centralized rule in Russia.

These demographic changes prior to 1848 in some ways
provided the Russian Empire with a large workforce and a
large number of soldiers during the 1848 revolutions in Eu-
rope. At the time, Russia had the largest army of any Eu-
ropean country, and the state maintained a relatively large
and expensive military apparatus through heavy taxation and
compulsory military service. Although this gave Russia many
soldiers to suppress the Hungarian Revolution in 1848 and
other wars, the growth in population had two complex sides.
On the one hand, it increased military power, but on the other
hand, heavy compulsory military service could be counter-
productive, leading to increased dissatisfaction among the
people and reduced social stability.

These pre-revolutionary population figures for 1848 re-
flect the fact that the serfdom system used to stabilize the
political and social situation in Russia, was no longer appli-
cable to Russia at that time. Instead, serfdom limited long-
term population growth and resulted in a highly uneven dis-
tribution of the population between urban and rural areas,
as well as an imbalance in population ratios and educational
levels. [3,p.54]

Another significant imbalance is the fact that, according
to the 1796 census, 34.7 million residents (96.4 percent of the
total population) live in rural areas and only 1.3 million (3.6
percent of the total population) in urban areas.

The rural population is 34.7 million, or 96.4 percent of
the total population, while the urban population is only 1.3
million, or 3.6 percent of the total population. Most of the ru-
ral population are farmers. Moreover, many urban dwellers
maintain close ties with their hometowns, both legally and
from their own perspective. Like their ancestors, they remain
peasants. [4, p.119]

From the geographical point of view, revolutions obvious-
ly started in the capitals - the centers of political activity, but
also in urban centers experiencing rapid economic changes
and population growth.... Only later did it affect other towns
and rural areas.

During the revolutions in Europe in 1848, especially in
France, the distribution of urban and rural population was
more balanced, with large urban populations, and although a
certain amount of the population still lived in the countryside,

the proportion of urban population was much higher than in
Russia. This extreme imbalance between the urban and ru-
ral population in Russia was also an important demographic
reason for the country’s ability to survive the revolutions that
broke out in many European countries.

In the 54 years from 1742 to 1796, i.e. from the second to
the fifth Russian census, the number of serfs grew by 62 per-
cent overall, with an average annual growth rate of less than
8.8 percent. According to the estimates of the Central Statis-
tical Committee, between 1800 and 1880 the average annual
population growth rate in Russia was less than 14.8 percent.
Between 1830 and 1860, the average annual growth rate was
as low as 9.2 per cent. Between 1850 and 1860, the average
annual growth rate was even lower, at 6.5 percent. [5, p.55]

Two things are obvious from these data: the continuing
failure to resolve the problem of serfdom during the Euro-
pean revolutions, and the numerous foreign wars combined
with many domestic uprisings, both large and small, which
have led to a significant decline in the population growth rate
during this period.

At the same time, the over-representation of the peas-
ants not only increases the pressure on the state to take pol-
icy action, but also creates many drawbacks for the Russian
economy, which lags far behind the European powers. The
European peasantry was the “black box” of the 1848 revo-
lution. We have already seen that there was a moral panic
around the subject of urban poverty. Plagiarized from Eugéne
Sue, the ‘suspense’ books purported to explore the hidden
world of inner-city alleys and suburban slums. But the real
mystery lies in rural society. The countryside is where most
people live. And the main contributor to this imbalance in
proportions is the corrupt system of serfdom. [6, p.112]

It tied a large part of the population to the land, prevented
the movement of free labor, and hindered the growth of towns
and the development of industry and modern commerce.
Class proportions in a country should be within reasona-
ble limits, and in Russia the middle, aristocratic and upper
classes accounted for far, far less of the country’s population
than the peasants. In 1840, the ratio of townspeople to vil-
lagers was about 1:2 in England, 1:5 in France, and more than
111 in Russia, and the proportion of the population that could
be classified as factory workers was comparatively small,
and the industries were usually of a cottage workshop type.
The railway line between St.Petersburg and Moscow was not
built until 1842. Such slow economic development may again
be related to the lack of a cohesive middle class or bourgeoi-
sie. [7, p.206]

Even by the late 19th century, the elements that made up
the middle class in the West - the merchants and the bour-
geoisie - had not yet been formed. The elements of the mid-
dle class - traders, bureaucrats, professionals, and intellec-
tuals - tended to go their separate ways in Russia, pursuing
different interests. This social gap had far-reaching conse-
quences for political and economic development. It explains
the relative weakness of moderate, liberal political opinion in
19th-century Russia. It may also explain the lack of sympa-
thy for entrepreneurial activity among thinkers at both ends
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of the political spectrum. The lack of practicality in many of
their ideas - favoring the ideal over the concrete - and their
disdain, even contempt, for prosperity. [7, p.407]

Secondly, population growth and its structural changes
had a significant impact on Russia’'s economic development.
In the 19th century, Russia’s population grew rapidly, which
meant that the demand for land and agricultural output also
increased. Since peasants constituted a large part of Russian
society, the need for change in agriculture became more ur-
gent, and while the 1848 Revolution had spurred agricultural
reforms in other parts of Europe, Russia was beginning to
realize the backwardness of its own system of agricultural
management. Therefore, although the 1848 Revolution did
not directly affect the agrarian reform in Russia, it certainly
contributed to the importance of reform in Russia and accel-
erated the process of serfdom reform in the following years.

Meanwhile, in 1848, disease spread throughout the coun-
try. Due to cholera, more people died in the Russian Empire
in 1848 than were injured by bombing. This disease caused a
massive decline in the population, and, along with the people
killed in the war, made Russia even more socially unstable
at this time, and an over-representation of peasants helped
to incite rebellions. Such were the many and varied effects
of population growth upon Russia, and at the end of 1848,
economists in London looking back on the year of revolution,
attributed the absence of disorder in the Russian Empire to
the fact that its people were not yet sufficiently civilized to
feel the European aspiration for freedom and self-govern-
ment. [8, p.140]

Once again, the population mobility and its ideological
impact cannot be ignored. During the Revolution of 1848, in-
tellectual currents from the European continent, such as lib-
eralism, nationalism and socialism, began to spread among
the intelligentsia and gradually spread in Russia through
population movements. These ideas challenged the tradi-
tional concepts of Russian society and had a subtle influence
on future political changes. At the time, despite strict control
over the dissemination of knowledge by Russian propaganda
and security agencies, the infiltration of these ideas could
not be completely prevented. Subsequently, the impact of
such ideas triggered a wider discussion among Russian re-
formers and intellectuals, preparing the theoretical basis for
future changes. [9, p.7]

It would be wrong to say that in the 19th-century Russia
the peasantry was not represented in government, adminis-
tration, politics, social life, education or culture in a manner
commensurate with their numbers.

Such a statement is so euphemistic as to border on
nonsense. On the contrary, it will be recognized that Rus-
sia, known as the empire, consisted of two separate worlds:
the world of the educated and the world of the illiterate; the

world of government and ‘society’ and the world of the mass-
es. The world of cities and towns and the countryside, the
world of rich and poor, the world of exploiters and exploited,
the world of the active and the passive. The division between
elite and mass in Russia is not unlike similar divisions in
other countries. The Russian division is not quite the same
as divisions in other countries, or at least it represents one
of the more extreme divisions of its kind. In this, as in many
other cases, Russia’s evolution appears to be a clearer and
cruder version of what is happening to the West. [9, p.7]

Thus, although Russia was not directly involved in the
wave of European revolutions of 1848, demographic factors,
through their complexity, diversity, economic growth pres-
sure, and flow of ideas, had a profound and complex impact
on Russia's national development. These factors not only
forced the Russian hierarchy to pay attention to and reflect
on the existing socio-economic structure, but also laid some
of the foundations for subsequent reforms and political
awakening. Against the backdrop of the 19th century social
change, the Russian experience provides us with an impor-
tant perspective for understanding how the state adapted in
the face of demographic pressures.

The number and location of serfs
in the European North of Russia
in the late 1850-s
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Abstract

In the process of implementing the 1861 reform, in a num-
ber of uyezds of the northern provinces, regional authori-
ties encountered difficulties caused by the small number
of landowners’ possessions, which were not only scattered
over their territory at a considerable distance, but were
also small-scale. In order to reflect the general picture of
the settling of the serf population in the European North of
Russia, the author turned to the analysis of the quantitative
composition of the categories of serfs listed on the eve of
the abolition of serfdom in the Arkhangelsk, Vologda and
Olonets provinces and the specifics of their settlement. The
study is based on statistical data contained in the published
work of A. Troinitsky, as well as in the office documentation
of the Ministry of Internal Affairs, the Vologda and Olonets
governors. These materials were based on the results of the
X People’s Census (revision) conducted in 1858. As a result,
it was established that five groups of the serf population
lived here, among which landowner peasants and household
people significantly prevailed. It was revealed that the main
concentration of serfs was ohserved in the Vologda province,
while in the Arkhangelsk province they were practically ab-
sent. The highest percentage of them was concentrated in
three southwestern uyezds of the Vologda province and in
two southern uyezds of the Olonets province. The remaining
part was scattered across six uyezds of the first and four
uyezds of the second region.

Seasonal work of the Pechora Uyezd
peasants in the early XX century

Abstract

The paper considers some issues related to peasant season-
al work in the Pechora Uyezd of the Arkhangelsk Province
at the beginning of the XX century, based on statistical ma-
terials of the Department of Agriculture and State Property.
The general tendencies and peculiarities of seasonal work
in the volosts of the Pechora Uyezd are revealed. The most
profitable type of work was haulage, which was widespread
in the most populated volost of the Uyezd - Ust-Tsilma,
bringing the highest earnings among all other occupations.
Data on the number of peasants of four volosts engaged in
the most significant seasonal work and the gender ratio of
those who left their villages for seasonal work are consid-
ered. The number of issued passports and short-term tickets
was analyzed. Men who preferred semi-annual passports
prevailed among the seasonal workers, while among wom-
en short-term tickets were more popular. The importance of
income from the main seasonal work, as well as their “spe-
cific weight” in the overall structure of seasonal revenues of
peasant households is shown. The conclusion is made about
the significance of seasonal work in the economic life of the
Uyezd population.

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Abstract

Urban Planning

Early Russian immigrants brought European urban plan-
ning concepts, which influenced the development layout of
cities like Harbin. This planning included wide boulevards,
public squares, and a mix of residential and commercial are-
as, contributing to the unique urban character of these cities
(Xue & Ding, 2018). The influence of Russian urban planning
is evident in the structured layout of Harbin, with its grid-
like street patterns and well-planned public spaces. This ap-
proach to urban design has facilitated the city's growth and
modernization, making it a key economic and cultural hub in
Northeast China.

The city of Harbin, under Russian influence, was planned
with a European sensibility that emphasized accessibility,
aesthetic appeal, and functional public spaces. Key features
included the broad Central Avenue (Zhongyang Dajie), which
remains a major commercial and cultural thoroughfare lined
with historic Russian and European-style buildings. The ur-
ban planning principles introduced by the Russians have en-
dured, influencing subsequent Chinese urban development
strategies in the region.

3. Language and Education

Language Influence

In places like Harbin, Russian was once the primary for-
eign language, with many schools offering Russian courses.
Many older generations can still speak Russian, reflecting
the deep linguistic ties that have developed over the years
(Advances in Social Science, Education and Humanities Re-
search, 2018). The prevalence of the Russian language in
educational institutions and daily life underscored the close
cultural and political relationships between the two coun-
tries. This linguistic connection has also enabled greater
cultural understanding and collaboration, particularly in the
fields of science and technology.

Mortality in the Southern Urals in the
1930s: male and female population

Abstract

The population size depends on a number of factors, the de-
termining one being mortality. Mortality of the population
consists of a number of reasons, both biological (age, illness)
and social (material well-being). In the 1930s, socio-eco-
nomic and political events took place in the Southern Urals,
as well as throughout the country, such as forced industri-
alization, collectivization, famine of 1932-1933, which had a
significant impact on mortality among the population. Sig-
nificant differences in mortality rates were observed among
such categories of the population as rural and urban, male
and female. By the 1930s, the male population was inferior
in number to the female population, which was due to loss-
es during the First World War and the Civil War. In addition,
the male population is more susceptible to injury due to em-
ployment in heavy industrial production. In turn, the female
population is most vulnerable during and after pregnancy
(maternal mortality). The results of the first All-Union Popu-
lation Census of 1926 and the last pre-war Population Census
of 1939 were used as sources on the problem under consid-
eration. Materials from central and local archives were used
to identify the movement of mortality among the population.
The current population accounting, its forms, were subject
to changes throughout the 1930s. In 1935, form 3 was intro-
duced, which made it possible to assess the mortality rate
and its dynamics among the male and female population.
During the period under consideration, a gender imbalance
is observed: in terms of population size, women predominate,
in terms of mortality rates, men.

Abstract

The paper deals with the problem of coverage by periodi-
cals of the Soviet Union of current problems in the social
sphere of Western countries, in particular demography.
Based on the analysis of the Central Press publications on
social issues, the conclusion is made that this topic is used
to form a certain idea of life abroad among Soviet citizens.
The materials of the central periodical press of the Soviet
Union, which contained the most complete information about
relations with foreign countries, were used as the basis for
the study. Other types of periodicals were focused on cov-
ering problems in the region they were published, and all
available materials regarding the international agenda were
reprints of articles from larger publications. During writing
the paper, the most significant of them were used, namely:
“Pravda” and ‘lzvestia’. The research methodology is based
on the principle of historicism, which allowed us to study the
image of Western countries through the prism of coverage of
the demographic situation in Western countries. Reliance on
the principle of objectivity made it possible to avoid inaccu-
racies and subjective assessments when studying the Soviet
press and forming the image of Western countries through
it. The principle of reliance on historical sources allowed us
to extract information from a historical source, namely the
periodical press, in order to form correct conclusions.

Specificity of transformation of
the age structure of the Russian
population of Estonia (2000-2021)

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Abstract

The paper considers the peculiarities of the transformation
of the age structure of the Russian population of Estonia in
the period from 2000 to 2021. Using the methodology of Z.
Dlugosz, a quantitative analysis of the dynamics of the age
structure of Russian population in the largest administra-
tive-territorial entities of Estonia in the specified period was
carried out, which allowed us to identify the direction and
rate of changes in the age structure of the Russian popu-
lation. The differences in the dynamics of the age structure
of the Russian and Estonian populations are also analyzed.
As a result of the study, it is concluded that currently the
age structure of the Russian population of Estonia can be
defined as moderately old (Harjumaa uyezd), old (Valgamaa
and Ida-Virumaa uyezds) and very old (all other uyezds of the
country), and the Estonian population in different uyezds of
the country is characterized by a young age structure, an age
structure on the eve of old age, a moderately old age struc-
ture and an old age structure, which indicates a younger na-
ture of the age structure of the Estonian population. Another
conclusion is that in the period from 2011-2021, the proportion
of Russians in Estonia in the 20-29 and 30-39 age groups
decreased by 6,33%, which, in turn, may indicate a risk of a
decrease in the number of women in the most reproductively
active age groups by another 22,5% during the 2020s.

Abstract

The paper presents the results of a pilot online sociological
survey of Russian relocators, which was conducted in Febru-
ary-March 2024. The survey involved 98 Russian relocators
living in different countries. The survey was conducted using
the snowball method through the media, WhatsApp, Telegram,
and e-mail. The subject of the study was a comparative anal-
ysis of the sociodemographic characteristics and attitudes of
Russian relocators obtained during our study in comparison
with other sociological surveys. In the course of the work,
the results of sociological surveys of other studies involv-
ing Russian relocators were used - the projects “OUTRUSH”",
“Russian Field”, the issue of “SocioDigger” (VCIOM), published
works of scientists. Russian relocators who left Russia after
the start of the special military operation were the object
of the study. In the paper, relocators are people who have
moved to another country, changed their location, place of
residence. The relevance of the study is due to the intensi-
fication of migration activity of the Russians of working age
after the start of the SMO. Given the growing demographic
deficit, the exodus of young people can negatively affect the
socio-economic and socio-cultural dynamics of the country.

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Abstract

The paper is dedicated to the memory of an outstanding sci-
entist of our time - Doctor of Economics, Professor Leonid
Leonidovich Rybakovsky, who made a significant contribu-
tion to the theory of migration, demographic policy meas-
ures, and the assessment of demographic losses during the
years of political terror and forced migrations. Theoretically,
his contribution to the study of the colonization of outlying
territories deserves special attention, where he substan-
tiated that the processes of colonization have clear time
boundaries. The beginning is the time of the annexation of a
new territory, after which it is populated by colonists - im-
migrants from the country that captured or annexed popu-
lated or previously empty lands to its state. The end of the
colonization process is the time when the main component
of the increase in the number of residents of the developed
territory - resettlement - is replaced by another component
- natural population growth. Since that time, normal demo-
graphic development and further development of this territo-
ry begins. For the modern period of development, the issues
of population formation in the regions of the North of Russia
are considered, the methodology for assessing demographic
disadvantage in Russian regions and their ranking is given.
Special attention is paid to the issues of training scientific
personnel for the northern regions of Russia, including the
Komi Republic, the names and topics of dissertations of post-
graduate students and scientists who defended their candi-
date and doctoral dissertations in the council of L.L. Rybak-
ovsky are given.

Demographic processes in the USSR
during the famine of the early 1930s:

Abstract

The paper considers the historiography of the demographic
history of the USSR in the early 1930s, highlighting the cur-
rent problems of historical demography. The main focus is on
key discussions about the reliability of Soviet population sta-
tistics and the scale of the demographic crisis that engulfed
the country during this period, including significant popula-
tion losses. The paper investigates changes in approaches to
the study of this time, which range from a categorical con-
demnation of the Stalinist regime in the late 1980s and early
1990s to a deep understanding of the victims of Stalinism and
a careful study of the demographic upheavals of the 1930s,
with subsequent attempts at historical generalizations. This
path reflects the evolution of historical science, moving from
one-sided interpretations to a multifaceted understanding
of the processes that shaped the destinies of people and
entire nations during that difficult period. The demographic
processes of the early 1930s in the USSR are analyzed by
researchers through the prism of the famine of 1932-1933,
the consequences of which were comprehensively studied in
researches of the 1990s and early 2000s. However, sources
such as estimated data and summary reports of the Central
Department of National Economic Accounting of the USSR do
not fully reflect the real picture, which emphasizes the need
to take into account regional peculiarities.

Old Believer family in the USSR

Abstract

The paper analyzes the study of the Old Believer family in
post-Soviet historiography within the framework of histor-
ical and demographic research. In post-Soviet historiogra-
phy, there is a tendency to expand the scientific problems for
which the Old Believer family is studied. This is most relevant
when studying the history of the Soviet period. The reason is
a significant and abrupt transformation of society. The closed
nature and traditionalism of the Old Believer society relied
on the religious factor. Identifying the role of the family in
preserving tradition is one of the main areas of studying the
history of the Old Believer family in post-Soviet historiogra-
phy. Similarly, the preservation of religiosity in the context of
anti-religious pressure; the existence of traditional religious
education are studied. Due to the fact that the institution of
the family is one of the most traditional and least susceptible
to change, the entire spectrum of the discovered changes has
significant scientific value for researchers. The specificity of
interpretations of the identified changes depends on the sub-
jective views of the researchers. The historiography of the
history of the Old Believer family is distinguished by clearly
expressed regional specifics. This is explained by the spe-
cifics of the territorial residence of the followers of the Old
Believers and the degree of study of the problem in different
regions. At present, there are no general studies covering the
entire territory of Russia. At the same time, there is no sig-
nificant methodological difference between regional studies.
The differences are associated primarily with the specifics
of the historical situation in a particular place and in a par-
ticular period. Such a historiographic situation increases the
effectiveness of comparative analysis in studying the history
of the Old Believers.
